Doubles Blackout

Materials Needed

· Popsicle sticks

· Copies of game boards

· Pencils or wipe off markers

This is a fun way to help your students learn their “Doubles Facts.” Use popsicle sticks as playing pieces. Write numbers 1-9 on the end of a popsicle stick. Make copies of the game boards below. 
To  Play:

For this game you will need partners. (3 can work also) Give each pair 2 game boards, and one set of popsicle sticks. Players will take turns drawing a stick from the pile. They double the umber on the stick and cross it off on their game board. Then the next player takes a turn. If the player can not cross off a square with the number they have drawn, that player loses a turn. The first player to fill in all their squares has “Blackout” and wins.
